Well over one hundred years ago, a single missionary named Lottie Moon, serving in China, began    
writing letters challenging the church back here to send and support more workers to go there. After her 
death on the field, her challenge was heeded in the formalization of an offering in her name.  Her life is a 
reminder of why we must give to send and support missionaries serving among unreached peoples in 
unreached places. 

The week of Prayer for International Missions is your opportunity to join the work of missionaries around 
the world.  Your prayers and gifts to the Lottie Moon Christmas Offering will help the gospel continue to 
resound throughout the nations as you send and sustain missionaries and their work. 

The IMB recently appointed 50 new missionaries at a Sending Celebration. These new missionaries  
represent fully funded, full-time personnel.  IMB projects appointing 451 new personnel in 2017, which 
represents a 3 percent net increase in total field personnel (100 additional field personnel). Of those 
newly appointed, 351 will replace personnel who retire, complete a mid-term assignment or transition 
through resignations or other departures. In 2016, 310 missionaries were appointed, bringing IMB field 
personnel to 3,651.
