Volunteers are in the process of building cabinets and equipping the 
new drone & swift water operations trailer for service.   When fully 
equipped this unit will become a lifesaving asset on wheels. The unit 
will be equipped with radios capable of communicating with other 
search and rescue units, providing for live drone viewing of rescue 
operations in process and then have trained personnel to implement 
rescue efforts.
